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CEO PUNJAB LEADS 200 CYCLISTS TO SPREAD MESSAGE OF PARTICIPATIVE ELECTIONS

To mark the beginning of the mega drive to update the voter list— Special Summary Revision (SSR)-2023, a
Cyclothon under the banner of “Pedal for Participative Elections” followed by a state-level event was organised at
SAS Nagar on Wednesday. The event was aimed to sensitise youth about the significance of voting to ensure
maximum electoral participation.

Leading at least 200 cyclists from Nature Park near Yadvindra Public School, Chief Electoral Officer (CEO) Punjab Dr
S Karuna Raju pedaled along with them to Government Model Senior Secondary School in 3B-1 Mohali, where the
state-level event was organised.
